In case you missed it at the AGM,
here are the details about the new
Parish logo.
To recap; last year people put
forward ideas of possible logos
and there was a really great
response.
These logos were put up in the
foyers of both churches and again
there was a great response from
parishioners making comments
and saying which they preferred.

The top two choices were different versions of the cross and bible
logo. Vestry and a subcommittee, who were looking at the overall
first impressions of the parish, spent a lot of time working on it. It
was felt the cross and bible was not quite unique enough, didn’t
quite show what we were about and was not dynamic enough.
We had input from a graphic designer, who very generously gave
her time for free. This led to more ideas and vestry had the final
vote and now we have a new logo.
The new logo still has the cross central but has also incorporated a
tree. When trying to find a unifying feature about both our parish
centres, big trees came to mind. The tree can symbolise growth,
big things from small beginnings, many branches being part of one
tree. The cross is made up of arms symbolising people reaching to
God, reaching to support each other, laying hands to send someone
out & coming to God in different ways.
This logo is being incorporated into various things. It is likely that
this will happen over a period of time and you will see the “B”
logo less and less and the “tree” logo more and more.
A big thanks to everyone who contributed logos, ideas, comments
and suggestions – they all helped to get to the final logo.
